
What you need to know 
Dublin Falcons has thrived as a non-profit organization serving the boys and girls of the Tri-Valley area between the ages of 6 and 14. 

Cost 

Football – Tackle (6-14 yrs) $250.00 

Cheer (6-14 yrs) $150.00 (does not include cheer items to keep cost is $250.00) 

This association fee also pays for secondary insurance, uniforms, recertification on helmets and pads, officials, fields, documentation costs, Cheer and Football competition and playoff costs and other required expenses that keep our organization functioning, day to day.
 All Board members and volunteers are unpaid and their hours are donated. All other equipment (except cleats and athletic cup) is provided. The registration fee must be paid at time of sign up OR a payment arrangement must be given in writing with post- dated checks.  

Our organization has a policy “Don’t Leave a Kid Out” because of financial reasons! We will work with any parent to be sure that all kids that want to cheer or play football get to participate. Please tell friends, family or somebody you know that might be affected.
 Refund Policy 

Non-Refundable/Non-Transferable Registration/Uniform Payments: Deposit or Full Payment of the Registration fee is non-refundable/non-transferable under any circumstances. A few participants will decide that this sport is not for them within the first two weeks and will decide not to participate. This does not warrant a refund.  

Equipment Policies 

All equipment/items issued to any participant, unless specifically deemed otherwise, is the property of Dublin Football League and must be returned at the end of the season or upon request from an authorized representative of the Board. Make up on all levels
Practices 

Practices are limited to 10 hours per week when school is not in session. 

Practices are limited to 6 hours per week when school is in session. 

Dates, times and location(s) will be at the Dublin Sports Grounds on Dublin Blvd.  All levels for both football and cheer will practice at this location.

After the regular season, Football players and cheerleaders will continue to practice as long as their team continues to participate in playoff games. 

All football players are required to have twenty (20) hours of conditioning prior to practicing in full gear. All football players should wear shorts, t-shirt & football cleats during this period. When the (20) hours of conditioning are completed, the football players will need to wear practice pants and girdle with pads, shoulder pads, helmet, practice jersey and cleats. Cleats must be molded - NO METAL ON cleats are allowed at anytime. All players and cheerleaders should bring at least a half-gallon container of water to drink to cool down. Only water and sport drinks may be consumed by participants at practices and at game time. Food may not be consumed at practices or while playing/cheering at games. Gum chewing is prohibited. 

Friends and siblings may not be left unattended at practice sites. Insurance coverage does not extend itself to non-participants.   

Attendance 

Practice attendance and punctuality is critical to the development of our teams. Coaching staffs design new plays and routines on a daily basis. The unexcused absence of any participant is unfair to your child’s Coaches and teammates and will place him/her in a “catch up” position while other participants are moving forward. Attendance at all practices, games and designated competitions is mandatory unless participant is sick, injured, or there is a family medical emergency. Absences for any other unusual circumstances must be approved in advance by your child’s Coach or a Board member. Any participant who has been under the care of a Physician for extended illness or injury must present a medical release prior to returning to participation in practice sessions or games. 

Participants must be on time for both practices and games. Arriving late is unfair to both the team and coaching staff. Roll call will be taken at each practice.   

Games/Season 

Date, times, and location will be announced in the Team Newsletter. Games are usually held every Saturday during the season. Transportation to and from all games and practices is the responsibility of the parent. 

Only water or Gatorade is allowed on the field at any time no food of any kind.  A healthy snack will be provided by the team parent on game day only.

  

Homecoming

We have a homecoming game each season.  The game is made special in many ways, king/queen announced at half time on all levels, special performance by the cheer squads, prizes, games, and vendors.  All of these are done by parent volunteers so sign up today!

Team Sizes 

Placement is determined by age, player size and weight. Every other game is preceded by an official “weigh-in” to ensure a competitive and fair program. Our goal is to allow as many youth as possible to participate in our program. 

Fundraising/Sponsorship 

There will be two mandatory fundraisers for the season. Each team will have a sponsorship obligation. This money will go towards end of season awards, events, insurance, game officials and Dublin Falcon’s administrative obligations.  As a parent in the program feel free to solicit any company for donations of any kind (auction, sell, monetary, etc.) 
Communication 

The procedure for filing a complaint regarding all issues involving the Dublin Football League issues is as follows: (1) Football player or Cheerleader discusses issue with the Head Coach. (2) Parent(s) and participant discuss issue with the Head Coach. (3) Parent(s) and participant discuss issue with Football Athletic Director or Cheer Director. (4) Parent(s) discuss issue with the President and/or entire Board. 

Parent/Guardian Participation 

Parent participation is essential to the operation of our program. Sign-up sheets will be made available for the various positions (snack bar, chain gang, play official, gate keeper, etc.) at the first Parent Meeting. Parents agree to donate volunteer hours per family, per season to the Falcons in addition to participating fully in various fund-raisers throughout the season. There are no exceptions to this policy. Without this participation, this organization cannot exist. 
Dress Code 

Cheerleaders: 

Proper attire includes shorts or sweats with loose fitting tops and tennis-type shoes with socks and shoelaces (i.e., no sandals, boots or dress shoes). Hair should be tied back away from the face. No midriffs showing, no false fingernails, no jewelry or make-up, no nail polish. No beads in hair, ankle bracelets, watches, rings, or earrings, etc. These regulations apply at all practices and at any time when cheerleader uniform is worn.   

Football Players: 

Proper attire includes practice pants and girdle with pads, practice jersey, shoulder pads and helmet for the full range of motion of the arms and legs. Football cleats with a molded sole are required. Athletic supporters are also recommended. NO metal on cleats, bandannas, scarves or jewelry (including watches) are permitted at anytime.   

Conduct 

Football players and cheerleaders are expected to represent Falcons in a manner which does not compromise the honor or integrity of the organization. While in uniform, any participant whose conduct is deemed unacceptable by either a Coach or a Board Member may be subject to disciplinary action.

By signing the participant application you give permission to have your child’s picture and name on Falcons website; and other forms of Media outlets in conjunction with Delta Football League (names will not be listed with picture on Web site).
